The response was immediate. A number of legislators walked out during the prayer in protest.

In 6 short weeks, Central Christian Church, where Rev. Wright is pastor, logged more than 5,000 phone calls with only 47 of those calls responding negatively. The church is now receiving international requests for copies of this prayer from India, Africa and Korea.

Commentator Paul Harvey aired this prayer on his radio program, "The Rest of the Story," and received a larger response to this program than any other he has ever aired.  With the Lord's help, may this prayer sweep over our nation and wholeheartedly become our desire so that we again can be called "one nation under God."

    There was one  ESGS Bulletin in the box dating July 1973. On page  5 is a group of pictures.  Included is my old neighbor Harry Drake from Munnsville, George Couture whom the Spencer’s speak of, Fred Weil from Clinton whom I knew and liked and a young looking and smiling Emmet Vanderburgh.

    Emmet was chairman of the 1973 Spring Conference. The report boasted of a record  turn out of over 60 registered members and an auction of over $300.00.  One auction item on the program was a slide program of Marion Rich.  Do you see where I ‘m  going with this ?  This year Emmet was chairman of the conference.  We had a modern day record turn out , 41 members and over $1600.00 auction proceeds.   We again viewed Marion Rich's slides.  Now before we look down our noses at that $300 auction,  please remember the value of a dollar compared to one today. 

   One other item from that same box filled me with sadness The Personality Award was presented to Jeanette Morey  for the late husband who had died the winter before.   I spent many a pleasant evening playing cards with the Morey’s.   He had been Sec.--Treas. of Central for 20 years, 1953-1973.   Things change yet are often the same, we make friends and we loose them.  This may be especially true in our group where so many of us have seen so many planting seasons.

    Another treasure from the box is a show report dated Aug. 29, 1970 - Central’s show in Morrisville.  Not surprising, J. Howard Cook won grand champion and reserve grand.  What did surprise me was the  Best 300 in Div. A .  It was “GEM STATE” shown by Gary Adams.  He also got a blue with a 3 spike of  “LITTLE CHAMP “.   Now this show report is the sort that would have Bill Owen inventing new cuss words.   Only the blue ribbons were recorded.  But there are two pages added where Cleon figured the sweepstakes points.  Blue ribbons counted 5, the red 3, and thirds 1 point.  Now a word about the sweepstakes  for those who claim to be to young to remember.   The great showmen of the day would bring only  1/2 dozen spikes at the most.  They would win “Best Spike “ in most every division.  In this show for instance J. H.. Cook had Best in Division A - B & E.   The sweepstakes  were invented so the ordinary folks who brought the spikes that filled the tables could win something.  So looking at the sweepstakes tally I can see that Gary had seconds in Div. A  AAA and E.  Also the tally shows a second for pleasant Valley Glads in Div. A .   I must have been in the same hall with Roger & Gary Adams and, sadly have no recollection of it.  One other thing was on the tally.  My old friend Ola Chesbro from South Hamilton won the sweepstakes in Div. B with 48 points, coming in second was Peter Schliecht from Fabius with 46 and the third was R. Fietz with 39 points.  So Jack, when you chide me for bringing in “boatloads” to Pike, remember I’m just trying to catch up.
